Meeting Summary Review: November 9, 2006
o Chris Stormann reviewed the CTSOC evaluation data presented on 11-9-06
- Mean age of children served by CTSOC is 12 years old.
- 76% of families served are African-American.
- Tapestry is faring better than the national aggregate on more than half of
the indicators.
- 12% of PEP staff is Spanish speaking.
- Research should be expanded to every provider.
- Tapestry now has 18 months of data that will be evaluated.
- How can Care Managers apply cultural data to a wraparound plan?
