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MEETING SUMMARY

. Baseline Services, Costs, and Outcome Data

a. Baseline and Costs

The DCFS foster care youth Level 3-6 represented are the
youth CTSOC wants to target.

Of the 12,150 youth that are in Levels 3-6 of the DCFS
system 853 make up 7% of all youth receiving mental health
services in the County.

These 7% make up 23% of the costs for DCFS.

b. Outcomes

The 12,150 youth from DCFS were tracked for 12 months in
2005.
402 of the 12,150 youth left DCFS services and did not
return,
It is ideal to have the level of functioning increase and the
level of problem severity to decrease.
1. Functioning and problem severity were measured over
at least 180 days.
Between ages 16-24 (maturation) substance abuse increases
At DCFS Levels 5-6 the average 1Q of the youth is 83.
Data shows an overall reduction in Ohio Scales baseline
outcomes for arrest, suspension, self harm, truancy, and
detention.
1. Reduction is self harm was greatest for females (14.3%-
2.4%)
2. Increase in male detention (5.9%-9.8%)

. Longitudinal Data
a. This data is provided for when they youth enter the system and at 6,
12, and 18 months of service.

Cuyahoga County has more male African-Americans, less
Hispanics, and less White youth receiving services that the
reported national numbers.

ADHD and Conduct Disorder diagnoses are significantly
higher in Cuyahoga County than nationally.



1. Disproportionality, family doctor vs. psychologist
prescribing, and toxin exposure may be a reasons for
this difference.

. The Columbia Impairment Scale is filled out by the caregiver.

- A score of 15 or higher indicates clinical impairment.
- Cuyahoga County is below the national mean score of 28.1 at
24.0
The Revised Child’s Manifest Anxiety Scale is filled out by the youth.
- A score of 60 indicates high levels of impairment.
- Cuyahoga County has a mean score of 54.7 which is lower
than the national mean of 55.4
. The Reynold’s Adolescent Depression Scale is filled out by the youth.
- The total depression score for Cuyahoga County is lower
than the national mean of 53.5 at 52.8

Nationally and locally the caregiver normally reports higher numbers

and the youth often under report.

- Youth often over report in areas like school.
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
