Notes:

Slide 1) Referrals and Assessments:
o 65 % of referrals go on to the diagnostic assessment, which is a pathway into Tapestry:
those who do not go on to Tapestry are referred elsewhere into the community
o Question: In regards to the 81% of completed diagnostic assessments that are enrolled in
Tapestry services, is this percentage what other systems of care projects usually seem to
oet? Answer: No. it varies. Every system of care is different with their own enrollment
process.

Slide 2) Tapestry Enrollments
o Within the past month, there were only 4 children enrolled
o Overall caseload close to actual proposal of what was expected

Slide 3) Longitudinal Outcome Study Interviews 1/1/05-9/30/06
o Followed each family for 6 months up to 36 months
o There are quite a few number of families that have not reached the 6 month window yet
o The 86% enrollment rate includes 9% lost due to refusals and 6% lost due to missing the
baseline window requirement
o We are currently at 92% response rate which is above the National Evaluation
requirement set by ORC Macro (80%)

Slide 4) Evaluation Interview Counts: Projected and Actual
o We are a quarter of the way through the interviews; there are 1000 interviews total

Slide 5) Parent Advocate Family Data-All Clusters
o West Side Community House position is vacant
o For the future, there will be more face-to-face time by having more parent advocates

Slide 6) Parent Advocate Meeting Attendance September 2006 (N=214)
o Combined all the data into September
o Family Team meetings: largest proportion of meeting types
o Families are better served when there is a parent advocate and care manager working
together with the family
