Baseline Data for Care Coordination Partnership Referrals
(Handout: Tapestry SOC Cross System Research Findings and Presentation)

» Tapestry Youth: 62 percent had a match in the Cuyahoga County Department of Child and
Family Services data system; 57 percent have a documented history of one or mote allegations
of maltreatment; 18 percent have a documented history of one or more out of home placements

= Nature of types of maltreatment: neglect, physical abuse, sexual abuse, emotional maltreatment

= Large percentage of youth have multiple types of allegations; neglect and physical abuse make
up the largest percentage

» Mean age of children at first allegation is 5.53; Tapestry youth mean age is 12

» The average length in stay for out of home placement is 219 days; average total length of stay is
525 days; large range between out of home care and cost

»  SCY youth are comprised of juvenile justice and alcohol/drug abuse children; 58 percent of
SCY youth have a documented history of more or more allegations of maltreatment

= DCFS, subset 853, youth levels 3-6 consume more of every type of service except Mental
Health crisis intervention, as compared to the MACSIS population (11,297)

» Tevels 3-6 DCFS placement status youth compared to mental health services used by those
under 18 in MACSIS: average number of services used by levels 3-6 youth is 3.4; average
number of services used by the population is 2.2

" 7% of MACSIS youth, DCFS 3-6 level youth, consume about 23 percent of the total cost of
services
